ARCHITECTURE WITHOUT ARCHITECTS. Examples from 60 countries, ranging
from undatable past to present, have been selected for the first exhibi-
tion to survey communal architecture--not produced by specialists, but
representing the spontaneous and continuing activity of a whole people
with a common heritage.
