Museum of Art, and Monroe Wheeler, Director of Exhibitions and Publications at The 

Museum of Modern Art, Is a major survey of 130 paintings, drawings and prints by the 

French master. Under the sponsorship of the French Government, it is a joint presenta­

tion of The Museum of Modern Art, the Art Institute of Chicago and the Los Angeles 

County Museum of Art. The exhibition, which will remain on view at the New York museum 

through November 29, will be shown at the Art Institute of Chicago from January 8 

through February 2ft, 1965, and at the Los Angeles County Museum from March 31 through 

M»7 30, 1965.
