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Among the illustrations in MODERN GARDENS AND THE LANDSCAPE by
Elizabeth B. Kassler, just published by The Museum of Modern Art
in New York, are two photographs of the grounds of Paoclo Soleri's
house in Bcottsdale. Also reproduced is & color photograph and
two black and white pictures of the famous Frank Lloyd Wright
residence, Taliesin West.

MODERN GARDENS AND THE LANDSCAPE is the first book to discuss
the relationship between the modern garden and the natural land-
scape in terms of contemporary sesthetics. While exploring these
interrelationships between man, land and plants, between artifacts
and natural facts, Mrs. Kassler presents a view of modern water
gardens, flower gardens, sculpture gardens, outdoor rooms, plazas,
parks, playgrounds and urban squares illustrated in 135 annotated
photographs, six of them in color.
