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This exhibition which has been eagerly expected had to be postponed from its
originally scheduled date in March because of a special exhibition of Eakins' work at
| the Pennsylvania Museum of Art occasioned by the gift by Mrs. Eakins to that institue
tion of many of her husband's works. As a result it was necessary to postpone the ex-

hibition of the Museum of Modern Art witil after the closing of the Philadelphia ex-
hibition.

The fifth exhibition of the Museum, comprising painting and sculpture by 46
artists under 35 closed April 27th with an attendance of 10,000 over a period of only
two weeks. So successful was this exhibition in arousing interest in the work of
younger artists that it will certainly be repeated in future years.

Following the Homer, Eakins, and Ryder exhibition the Museum will open its summer
show which will run until the middle of October. The summer exhibition will be a
general summary of the previous season's exhibitions.
