Director General of the Atlantic Institute in Paris.

Committee,

Born in Georgia, Mr. Dowling was educated at Mercer Umiversity and holds
honorary doctorates in law from Seoul National University (1959), from Mercer
University (1961), and from the University of Maryland (1962). He is married to
the former Alice Jernigan, and has two children, Patricia and Michael. He holds
the Grand Cross, Order of Merit, from the Federal Republic of Germany, and the

Gold Badge of Honmor of the Republic of Austria.
