Panel members will be Emile de
Antonio, filmmaker; Jonas Mekas, filmmaker and critic; Lino Miccich®, Italian film-
maker and critic; Annette Michelson, film and art critic; Willard Van Dyke, Director
of the Department of Film, The Museum of Modern Art; and Amos Vogel, Director of the
Film Department, Lincoln Center; among others. Tickets are available at the Museum
for $2; for $1.50 to students and Museum members. Classes will be admitted at the

special group rate of 75 cents each when arrangements are made in advance.
