- 1 p.m.; fee: $T0); Painting and Visualization, a class for beginners 

and advanced students stressing the use of optical experiments and plastic forms to 

express a personal envisioning of objects, ideas, mood and feeling (Tues., 10 a.m.-

1 p.m.; fee; $70, all materials extra); Experimental Course in Print Making, a study 

of the graphic processes of monoprint, linoleum block and woodcut to develop an 

acquaintance with the fundamentals of drawing and composition (Tues., tfi-'lO p.m.; 

fee $75, all matetlals extra); and, a Seminar Workshop on Creativity in Painting, a 

series of slide lectures and Informal discussions as well as workshop sessions and 

projects in painting which will meet every other Friday (fee: $Uo).
