The remodelsd residence bullding at 11 West 53
Street it has occupled sincc the 8 pring of 1932 will be
torn down, with other residence buildings at 13, 15, 17, and
J9 on the same street, to make way for the erecction of a new
Museum building.

The temporary q uarters of the Museum et 14 West 49
Street are in the latest building in Rockefeller Center to
be completecd. It was opened for occupancy only about a month
ago. The Museum hes a sulte of offices on the fifteenth floor;
its galleries will be on the concourse level and will comprise
an arca almost as Jargc as the four floors of the building
just vacated by the Muscum.

The Summer Exhibition of the Museum will open about

June 23. It wil}) be composed of almost the entire Permancnt

Collection including the Bliss Collection, the Gift of lMrs,

John D, Rockefeller, Jr., and many acquisitions that heve becn
announced from time to timc. The [useum's Permancent Collection
has not been shown for several ycars in its cntirety; Since
its Jast largce showing it has been increased to a considerable
extent. In addition to the Permanent Colilection, the Summer
Exhibition will be sugmented by important loans from New York

collectors.
