I The 110-foot converted barge contains two large studios, an art supply store, 

a galley, a lounge with an art library end the Captain's Quarters for resting and 

I privacy. The upper and lower decks provide opportunity for painting out-of-doors 

or sunbathing, and three terraces on the stern end offer facilities for picnics and 

lunches. Classes also meet on locations, at the ocean beach or at nearby harbors 

in the area. Students must secure their own living accomodations in Amagansett, 

Sast Hampton, or other towns nearby. 

Once again this summer, The Institute of Modern Art in cooperation with New 

York University will offer a Seminar in Creative Art Teaching from July 3-28 for art 

teachers, grade school teachers and undergraduate art students (Mbn.-Fri. 9 a.m«-

12 noon; 2-5 p.m.). The number will be lliiiited to 20 students. 

Victor D'Amlco, Director of the Kearsarge Art Center, established in I96I, and 

Director since I937 of the Departaent of Education at The Museum of Modem Art, will 
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be in charge of the seminar and will give the major part of the instruction, 

Mt. D'Amico is founder of the National Committee on Art Education, creator and 

designer of the world-famous Children's Art Carnival, and author of numerous books 

and articles including Creative Teaching in Art, one of the standard texts used in 

the preparation of teachers.
