WALKER EVANS. A definitive retrospective of Bvans' photography. 
Since I938 this work has been exhibited and published only in suggestive 
fragments. Despite this, Evans has remained one of the most influential 
precedents to younger photographers of exceptional talents. As a pioneer 
Isxplorer of what has come to be called the documentary aesthetic, Evans 
is one of the most significant photographers of this century. The exhi­
bition will include approximately 225 pictures covering the years from 
1928 to the present. Directed by John Szarkowski, Director, Department 
of Photography.

RODCHENKO. After an initial career as a painter and a sculptor, Rodchenko, 
like so many avant-garde artists in Russia at the time, discarded these 
branches of his art and turned, in the early twenties, to photography, 
typography and the design of utilitarian objects. A few paintings, water-
colors and drawings form the core of the exhibition, supplemented by rare 
documentary photographs of lost or destroyed works procured by Alfred Barr 
after visiting Rodchenko's studio in Moscow. The exhibition will also 
include about I5 photographs, some 20 copies of Novi Lef, the magazine 
on which Rodchenko collaborated 'Jith the leading Russian Futurist poet, 
Mayakovsky, some book designs and a poster.

TECHNICS AND CREATIVITY: SELECTIONS FROM GEMINI G.E.L. Multiple art 
works from Gemini e.E.L. of Los Angeles^ a selection from the adventur­
ous and provocative productions of this organization. Working with some 
of America's major artists^ the printers and craftsmen of Gemini have 
produced the largest lithographs (Rauschenberg)^ the largest multiple

October 20, I97I BARNETT NEWMAN RETROSPECTIVE. In the planning stage for several years, 
January 10, 1972 the Newman retrospective was finally approved about a year before the 

artist's death. As conceived by Tom Hess, the exhibition will be a 
drama of contrast between the large works, such as Vir Heroicus Subliaus 
and Cathedra, which will be installed more or less chronologically, and 
the small paintings of the late hOa and early ^Os, small drawings and 
narrow, tall paintings. Also included will be Newman's six sculptures, 
which will be installed in the garden, and his series of paintings^ Ik 
Stations of The Cross. The Museum will publish an illustrated book in 
conjunction with the exhibition which will include an essay by Mr. Hess.
