The Museum of Modern Art, lNew York, announces the opening
Summer Exhibition Wednesday, June 23, in its temporary galler-
ies et 14 West 49 Street, concourse level. The exhibition will in-
clude modern painting, sculpture, and erchitecture; and & display of
more than two hundred motion plcture stills showing the development
of the American filmn from 1895 to the present day.

The Summer Exhibition will continue until September; hours:
10 am. to 6 p.m. daily including Saturdeys, and on Sundays from 2 p.m.
to 6 p.m. £n admission fee of 25¢ will be charged on all deys except
Mondeys, which will be frece to the public. Members will be admitted
free at all times.

The Museum of Modern Art announces at the opening of its
Summer Exhibition the sacqu of an important sculpture in bronze
by Jaca_ues Lipchitz. It is a powerful fetisk-or totem-like figure;
seven feet high, in scmi-abstract style. It will be prominently shown

in the exhibition which will also include other examples of modern

sculpture. One lerge gellery will be devoted to nineteenth century
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peintings by ven Gogh, S_suret, Cezenne, Gsuguin, &nd others., There

will also be gel ]erw s of moderm fmeriten baintﬁné, fmericen Folk &rt

Cubist and Abstract pictures, and Surreelism both modern and ancient,
In the gsllery devoted to architecture, exemples of the

work of Frenk Lloyd Vright, Le Corbusier, and Mies ven der Rohe wil)

xbe shown in models and enlsrged photogrephs, Probebly the most in-

' teresting displey in this gellery, however, will be a large model

group showing in grest detaill--buildings, gardens, pools, sculpture

tnd murels executed in minicturc--2 project for ¢ community center
designed by the #rchitects, Painters cnd Sculptors Collaboretive,
M fred H. Berr, Jr., Director of The luscum of Modern frt, comments
on this colleaborctive group design as follows:

The decsign of this community center is crchi-
teeturelly fer more advenced then ony yet built
in fmerice. The sculpturc, too, rttcins on ex-
traordincrily high stendard. The use, probobly
for the first time in scrious architecture, of
cnimated electric sign technique s murcl deco-
roetion ond the introduction of water sculpture
for tectile &s well as visurld purposcs, cre
brillient innovations., lediocrity appeers prin-
clprlly emong the mur:l] printings, some of which
might well be c¢limineted,

It -is greotly to be hoped thet projects like this,

improved by sevcre sclf-ccensorship, con be rcel-

ized &t the World's kcir or in morc permencnt Jo-

cetions., This spontancous conjunction of the

threc crts should be studicd s & precedent when-

ever Americen communitics undertoke public build-

ings.

£1though the Museum of lodern Art Film Librery has, since
its founding in 1935, contributed to several of the iMuseum's exhibi-
tions, this is the first timec it has been rcprcscented by such o lerge
displey.
