before been seen in the United States,

THE RATS AVAKENING is concerned with the days following World ‘Jar II, when
the corruption left by the MNazis and carried on by the Stalinists affected the
lives of the ordinary, common people of Yugoslavia, The “film is personal and
mixes farce, traredy and comedy, It has its private aspects which may not always
be clear to foreign audiences, This makes it a specialized item for offshore
usage,” accordine to Variety.

‘Dordevic shows extraordinary talent as a director," l.r, Van Dyke has stated
in speaking about MORNING, This is the third film in a trilogy concerning the
last days of 'orld Var II, It is a modern episodic film exploring the civil war
