The e x h i b i t i o n of 57 works by 33 American 

a r t i s t s exp lores the development of "hard-edge" and "minimal" tendencies in abstract 

art - a development that i s maximal in co lor and minimal in form - as w e l l as the 

i n t e r a c t i o n , unprecedented in the h i s t o r y of a r t , between paint ing and s c u l p t u r e . 

Guest D irec tor of the e x h i b i t i o n E.D. Goossen, Chairman of the Department of Art 

at New York's Hunter Co l l ege , has chosen some works for t h e i r h i s t o r i c a l s i g n i f i c a n c e , 

but most have seldom or never been seen before , and some were made s p e c i a l l y for t h i s 

e x h i b i t i o n . 

"The new a t t i t u d e has been turning art ins ide out ; instead of perceptual experience 

being accepted as the means t o an end, i t has become the end in i t s e l f , " says Mr. Goossen. 

The a r t i s t s have produced works that are not intended t o create an i l l u s i o n , nor a l lude 

t o the perceived world by metaphor or symbol, but t o evoke a d i r e c t emotional response 

from the s p e c t a t o r . They have wished t o achieve a "real" art which i s not r e a l i s t i c -

i . e . l ike the r e a l - but t o be as rea l i n i t s e l f as the th ings we experience every day: 

the th ings we s e e , f e e l , knock a g a i n s t , and apprehend in normal phys ica l ways.
