"The new a t t i t u d e has been t u r n i n g a r t i n s i d e o u t ; i n s t e a d of p e r c e p t u a l expe r i ence 

being accep ted a s t h e means t o an end, i t has become t h e end in i t s e l f , " says Mr. Goossen. 

The a r t i s t s have produced works t h a t a r e not in tended t o c r e a t e an i l l u s i o n , nor a l l u d e 

to t he perce ived world by metaphor o r symbol, but t o evoke a d i r e c t emot iona l response 

from t h e s p e c t a t o r . They have wished t o achieve a " r e a l " a r t which i s not r e a l i s t i c -

i . e . l i k e the r e a l - but t o be as r e a l i n i t s e l f as t h e t h i n g s we expe r i ence every day : 

the t h i n g s we s e e , f e e l , knock a g a i n s t , and apprehend in normal p h y s i c a l ways .
