Dr. KlUver has published more than three dozen 

technical and non-technical articles here and abroad; and has produced a film 

on "Motion of Electrons in Electric and Magnetic Fields." 

He was formerly president of the Stockholm University Film Society, Founder 

of the Federation of Film Societies in Sweden, and a board member of the American 

Foundation for Contemporary Performance of Arts. He has participated in arranging 

several art exhibitions and has coordinated nine theatre programs involving artists 

collaborating with engineers and scientists. 

Billy KlUver was born in Monaco in 1927 and came to the United States in 195^. 

He received his early education in Sweden, earned a degree in electronical 

engineering from the Royal Institute of Technology in Stockholm and his M.S. and 

PhD degrees in electrical engineering from the University of California at 

Berkeley,
