April 29- TAMARIND: HOMAGE TO LITHOGRAPHY. A selection of approximately I50 lithographs 
June 30 produced at the Tamarind Lithography Workshop in Los Angeles by 6U artists, 

including Louise Ncvelson, Josef Albers, Sam Francis, Allen Jones, David Hockney, 
Nicholas Krushenick, and Henry Pearson. Funded by the Program in Humanities and 
the Arts of The Ford Foundation, Tamarind has been a major contributor to the 
American print renaissance of the 1960's, training printers and introducing 
many artists to the medium of lithography for the first time. This exhibition 
documents visually the nine-year history of the Workshop, illustrating the wide 
range of images that can be achieved in lithography. The exhibition will travel 
in South America under the auspices of the Museum's International Council begin­
ning this fall.
