Of par t i cu la r i n t e r e s t was the purchase "by Lmerioan co l lec tors of 
eight of the paint ings shown "by the Museum. In defining the Museum's 
policy with respect to the sale of pictures which are shown at the Museum, 
Mr. A.H. Barr, J r . , the d i rec to r , said; M While the Museum i s in no sense 
a commercial i n s t i t u t i o n and lias never made any effor t to f a c i l i t a t e the 
purchase of works of a r t in i t s exh ib i t s , i t takes pleasure in announcing 
that eight paint ings from the exhibi t ion of work "by Living Americans have 
"been purchased. I t is hoped that thii? record will rerve to encourage 
American a r t i s t s and further prove the usefulness of the Museum in for­
warding JtiMBKX the i r a r t . The Museum did not act as agent in these sales 
hut merely made i t possihle for the col lector to approach the a r t i s t s 
or the a r t i s t s ' r epresen ta t ives . " 

Three of the p ic tures "bought "by c o l l e c t o r s , a l l of Hew York : i t y , 
are "by John Kane, the self- taught P i t t shurg house-painter , whose work 
has excited pa r t i cu l a r i n t e re s t during the exh 'h i t ion , pa r t ly Because 
of i t s charm as painting and pa r t ly "because of the appeal of the personal 
story of the pa in te r . Mrs. John D. Rockefeller, J r . , t reasurer of the 
'""useum, sought for her pr iva te co l l ec t ion a paint ing of the s teel mil ls 
a t Homestead. John Dewey "bought a pastoral scene ^'Coleman Hollow" and 
Mrs. ".aximillien .Slser, J r . , bought a charming scene^"'Along the Susque­
hanna", curiously reminiscent of the painting of the Frenchman, Henri 
Rousseau. 

Throujh the representat ive of Ernest i?iene, the Ph i l l ips Memorial 
Gallery of 7acsfrJrwtBx Washington "bought "Razing Buildings, 49th S t . " , one 
of ? iene ' s most recent and interest i i^j works, which had not "been seen 
"by the public "before the Museum "borrowed i t for i t s exhih i t ion . A other 
recent Fiene, "Hudson Pkiver Boat" was acquired for a pr ivate co l l ec t ion 

in New York. 

Two pointings "by Morris Kantor, "Ode to the Antique'! and "Out the 
• indow")vrere acquired "by pr ivate c o l l e c t o r s , as was the Leon Kroll 
"Serena^'. 

The current exhihi t ion which closes Tuesday will "be followed "by 
a compr hensive exhibi t ion of the work of Henri de Toulouse-Lautrec and 
Odilon Redon, which opens to the public Pehruary 1, and will xxxxxn 
remain on view u n t i l I.'aroh 2nd.
