John Wellborn Root, architect, Chicago, Member
of Holabird and Root, one of the best known
architectural firms in the United States, which
has been regsponsible for a number of very distin-
guished buildings, such as the Forest Products
Laboratory in Madison, Wis,, the Chrysler Bulld-
ing at the Chicago World's Fair, the Palmolive
Building, Chicago, and many other commercilal and
government structures.

Edward Stone, architect, New York, Noted modern
architect, assoclated with Philip Goodwin on de-
sign of new bullding for the Museum of Modern Art,
Known for his modern residences. Member faculty
School of Architecture, New Yowrk University.

Roland Wank, architect. Principal Architect,
Department of Regional Planning Studies,
Tennessee Valley Authority. In this capacity
Mr, ,Wank has designed or supervised the design
ofAtremendous variety of structures, from small
houses to schools, other institutional and in-

The competition closed at midnight Tucsday, lMay 24, Of
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the 4680 architccts who signified their intention of entering the

contest, 243 submitted designs,

Only the outer wrapping of each entry has been rcmoved, The
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entry 1tself, with its ianer wrapplins, has been submitted anony-
nously. Each entry has been glven an identifyling number, and the
names of the contestants will not be known to the Jjury untlil after
the judging 1s completed, The judglng will take several days and
the awards will be announced ecrly in June.

The commigsion will be awarded to the winning architect,
In addition there will be the following cash prizes: first award
$400; two awards of $100 each; eight awards of $E0 each, All
prize payments will be made within ten days following the jury's
award,

Wheaton College, at Norton, Ilassachusetts, established
in 1834, 1g the oldest institution in this country for "advanced
education of femaleg.," From the beginning it has paid particular
attention to the arts. Departments'pf music and art were estab-
lished in 1870, and departments_for drama and the dance have been
added more recently. All of theée depavtments are housed inade-
guately and are seriously overcrowded,

In accordance with the provisions of the contest the new
art center may be either one large bullding or a group of bulldings
to be erected on a plcasantly wcoded part of the cnllege grounds
separated by a pond from the present builldings, which are criefly
Colonial-Genrglan, of red brick with white trim, It is felt that
the architectural expresgssion of the new art center should be con-
temporary and yct blend harmoniously with the older bulldings

on the campus,
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
