Hanoun, who was born in Tunis in 1929, writes, directs, photographs ft
and edits his own films. His first film, "A Simple Story," was shown at the
8th New York Film Festival. Hanoun has made a total of seven features and
13 short films.
"Winter" is the story of the relationship between a filmmaker and his
actress wife at a critical point in their marriage. The lives of the
characters are fused with the art of the city of Bruges, which is the subject
of a documentary being filmed by Julien, the protagonist, as a film within
the film.
In "Spring,'" the two characters--a girl on the verge of puberty and a

'3 man in flight--never meet, but their stories are told in parallel fashion.
