BRITISH FILMS BRING ANGLOPHILES TO MUSEUM 

The Museum of Modern Art' s current film show "65 Years of British Cinema," now at­

tracting large audiences, continues and will present from mid-October to mid-November four 

programs of British documentaries which influenced the style and content of the protest dramas 

of the fifties. 

The documentaries, to be shown Wednesdays-at-Noon, include "Thursday's Children" (1954), 

directed by Lindsay Anderson and Guy Benton and narrated by Richard Burton; the 1944 "A 

Diary for Timothy, " with John Gielgud and Myra Hess and directed by Humphrey Jennings; two 

other Jennings documentaries: "Listen to Britain" and "The Silent Village"; and "Desert 

Victory," an account of the rout of Rommel' s Afrika Korps by the British and one of the first 

films to depict the reality of war. 

Each Wednesday-at-Noon program will be repeated the following Monday at 3:30 pm. 

The British feature film series, organized by Margareta Akermark, Associate Director 

of the Department of Film, revives "Look Back in Anger" and "The Loneliness of the Long Dis­

tance Runner," both directed by Tony Richardson, early exponent of the anti-hero, then called 

the "angry young man." The dissatisfied working class hero, with which the British film became 

synonymous, was also pursued by Karel Reisz in "Saturday Night and Sunday Morning," by Jack 

Clayton in "Room at the Top," with Laurence Harvey and Simone Signoret, and by Lindsay 

Anderson in "This Sporting Life." The three latter films will be shown on the same day, 

Thursday, November 4, in the Museum auditorium. * 

On the lighter side is the earlier British sophisticated comedy, with Alec Guinness films: 

"Kind Hearts and Coronets," "The Man in the White Suit" and "The Lavender Hill Mob." 

Another social satire dealing with labor unions is "P m All Right Jack," starring Peter Sellers 

and Terry-Thomas and directed by John Boulting. 

Lacking in sophistication, "Carry On Nurse," which derives from typical British Music

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Hall comedy, preceded the controlled zaniness of Richard L e s t e r ' s "A Hard Day ' s Night" 

with the Beatles and "Catch Us If You Can" by John Boorman, both of which will a lso be shown 

at the Museum. 

Representative of the genre of suspense and h o r r o r is Alfred Hitchcock' s "Secre t 

Agent" (1936), from Somerset Maugham' s novel, with John Gielgud and Pe te r L o r r e . "Secre t 

Agent" is one of the Hitchcocks which is seldom revived. It is in the Museum' s archive 

collection. "Peeping T o m , " another in the ho r ro r school, was mentioned in the September issue 

of Esquire. Kenneth Tynan, in an a r t ic le on Roman Polanski, observed: "Typically, he counts 

among his favorite movies a macabre curiosi ty called ' Peeping T o m , ' made in 1957 by the 

baroque English d i rec tor Michael Powell. Its central cha rac te r is a hermi t photographer 

living in a state of complete psychological isolation. A voyeur imprisoned in his own fantasies , 

he revenges himself for a horrendous childhood by murder ing women and taking pic tures of them 

as they died. He cal ls himself a student of f e a r . " "Peeping T o m , " with Moira Shearer , will be 

shown Sunday, October 24.
