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TWENTY- FIVE NEW ACQUISITIONS 
ON VIEW AT MUSEUM 

Twenty-five new acquisitions, including a stereo turntable, an Arp sculpture, 

a unique photo collage, six Edward Weston nudes, a de Chirico drawing, and a 

disposable paper thermometer, will be exhibited together in an unusual installation 

from January 20 through March 18 at The Museum of Modern Art. 

The close juxtaposition of different categories of objects, a departure from the 

usual shows of acquisitions presented by individual curatorial departments, indicates 

the wide range of the Museum's acquisition program. The exhibition, installed by 

Arthur Drexler, Director of the Department of Architecture and Design, also 

includes an architectural model of an unusual shell- shaped dwelling; a Giacometti 

sculpture; a digital clock; five stills from John Wayne's film "The Cowboys"; and 

a French hand mirror dating from 1915. 

The exhibit also reflects, in microcosm, the various means by which the 

Museum's collections are built. Fifteen of the 25 works are gifts: three donated 

by the manufacturers of the objects, the remainder by individuals, among them 

a well-known actor, a filmmaker, and several collectors.
