cook. Now living above an abandoned Yiddish theater, Carl spends his time 

writing songs, playing guitar, working on a novel and occasional poetry, 

and watching television. In the outside world he browses through record 

shops, bookstores, and a lot of bars. 

It enables The 

Museum of Modern Art to open its Abby Aldrich Rockefeller Sculpture Garden 

without charge on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday evenings from 6 to 11 pm, 

from June 1 through September 30. Entertainment scheduled for Friday and 

Saturday nights begins at 8 pm. Access to the garden is through the gates 

at 8 W. 54 Street. Light refreshments are usually available.
