The Cinema of Werner Hochbaum: Germany in the Thirties

At the Vienna Film Festival in 1976 a film director named Werner
Hochbaum, who worked in Germany in the 30s, was rescued from obscur-
ity by the persistent research of the Viennese film historian Herbert
Holda. Hochbaum, a non-conformist, was not an artist that the Third
Reich was eager to promote, and his exceptional films are yet to be
rediscovered. This retrospective helps fill a notable gap in our
film culture and in the culture of Germany. (A1l films are in
German; only one is subtitled)
