Mrs. Rockefeller was one of the
founders of the Museum in 1939 and in May 1935 gave the Museum her
colleotion of modern paintings, drawings and watercolors, which
consisted of 181 objects, the work of 71 American and foreign ar-

tists, the Americans greatly predominating in numbers and in works

included in the group.
