NEW WORK ON PAPER 2: BOROFSKY, CLEMENTE, MERZ, PENCK, 
PENONE will be the second in a series of planned exhibitions 
intended to explore the variety and vitality of recent work 
in drawing. Following the critically acclaimed NEW WORK ON 
PAPER I, it will continue to further the series' emphasis on 
new work not ordinarily seen in depth at the Museum. 

The exhibition will present a selection of fresh, contempo­
rary drawings and related works by Jonathan Borofsky, 
Francesco Clemente, Mario Merz, A. R. Penck, and Giuseppe 
Penone, and will probe the manner in which each of them 
extends the limits of drawing from the small sheet of paper 
into series, onto large sheets of paper, onto canvas, into 
environmental scale and into three dimensions. 

One of the exciting aspects of NEW WORK ON PAPER 2 is the 
fact that three of the artists -- Borofsky, Merz, and Penone 
-- will create their works specifically on-site in the 
Museum's galleries for the exhibition. 

New Work on Paper 2: Borofsky, Clemente, Merz, Penck, Penone 
by Bernice Rose, the catalogue to be published to accompany 
the exhibition, will be in the form of a small portfolio 
containing drawings by each of the five artists as well as 
biographical information. Borofsky, Clemente, Merz, and 
Penone have all created drawings especially for the publica­
tion, using one side of two standard printing sheets, and 
Penck is represented by previously executed work. The book 
will also include statements or poems by the first four 
artists as well as an introduction by Ms. Rose. It will be 
distributed by New York Graphic Society Books/Little, Brown 
and Company, Boston.
