Mr. Bishop was formerly managing editor of "Vanity Fair." 

In 1932 he was the winner of the Scrlbner f5000 prize long short 

story contest. He is also well known as a lecturer and has held 

the post of lecturer at the Rocky Mountain Writers Conference in 

1938 and at the Olivet Writers Conference in 1939 and 1940.
