CHANGES IN FILM LIBRARY CHAPLIN PROGRAMS 

The Museum of Modern Art Film Library announces the with­

drawal from the present motion picture series, Forty Years of 

American Film Comedy, Part II, of two Chaplin programs consisting 

of four Mutual Comedies each.^ These two programs have been replaced 

with two other Chaplin programs, the one composed of five Keystone 

Comedies of 1914: Making a Living;, His New Profession, Getting 

Acquainted, The Knock-Out, The Rounders; and the other of four 

Essanay Comedies (1915): The Tramp, A Woman, The Bank, Police. This 

change is effective beginning Sunday, April 13, when the first sub­

stitution occurs. 

The Keystone Comedy program will be shown April 13 and 24; 

May 5 and 16; the Essanay films on April 14 and 25; May 6 and 17, 
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
