The winning posters will form an exhibition which will open

at the Museum of Modern Art early next autumn and will later be sent

on tour throughout the Hemispherc. The designs will be placed at the

disposal of agencics of the United S8tates Government for reproduction

and use in the Americas. A completc catalog of the exhibition, il-

lustrated with reproductions of the winning posters will be published
with text in English, Spanish and Portugucse.

Entries must be anonymous, It will be necessary for all prospective
competitors from the United Statqe and Canada to obtain entry blanks.
One will be sent with the program; additional ones may be obtained
from the Director of the Competition. Because of the time element
and possible delays in transportation, the entry-blank reaquircement
Will be waived for contestante residing in the other twenty republics

of the Americas. Instead, entrants from these countries will submit
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their deslgns with a removable card giving name and address of

contestant. When received at the Museum, both card and design will
pe given an identifying number and the card removed so that the de-
glgn will be anonymous when presented to the Judges.

A competitor may submit any number of entries. Posters may
pe designed for any media and there is no limitation or restriction
as to the use of color. Designs are to be 30 inches wide and 40
inches high, with a margin of at least one inch on all sides. The
use of photography, alone or in combination with other media, is.
permitted. Each poster must use onc of the followlng slogans in
any of the three languages, Englieh, Spanish, or Portugucse:
