An exhibition of thirty-seven works by contemporary American
artists, recently acquired by the Museum of Modern Art, will open to
the public Wednesday, August 26. The acquisitions include the Head
of Christ, carved in black granite in 1940 by William Zorach. This
sculpture has been acquired through the Mrs. John D. Rockefeller, Jr.

Purchase Fund. Other works in the new group purchased through the
