EXHIBITION OF CHINESE WAR PAINTINGS OPENS AT MUSEUM OF MODERN ART

Battles, bombed cities, Fiying Tigers in action, a Chinese
mother running from an attacking airplane with a baby strapped to her
shoulders and a little boy, hand clutched in hers, running frantically
beslde her--these and many other scenes of the war in China depicted
upon 85 scrolls, oils, watercolors and woodcuts, comprise an exhibi-

tion Fighting China which opens at the Museum of Modern Art, 11 West

53 Street, Wednesday, November 11. The exhibition, shown in collab-

oration with United China Relief,‘will remain on view through Thanks-

giving Day, November 26, and will then be sent on a tour of the
country.

Wendell Willkie brought the pictures from China when he flew
back to this country a fcw wecks ago. They arc the work of contempor -
ary Chincse artists and were entrusted to Mr. Willkie by the All China
Fine Arts Association, which 1is a branch of the Central Political
Institute in Chungking.

Generalissimo Chiang Kai-Shek is the Dircctor of the Central
Political Institute, which was organizcd eleven years ago to train
personncl for the Kuomintang Party (the Chincse Nationalist Party).

A number of yecars ago the Institute was reorganized as a college, with
a four-and-a-half year coursc. The College is designed particularly
to train political administrative leaders and is closely connccted
with the Government Civil Service. Because of the Generalissimo's in-
terest in the arts, fine arts courses werc enlarged so that all stu-
dents would receive training in art and in music.

The Director of the All China Fine Arts Association is Dr.
Chang Tao-fan. He i1s also Dcan of the Institute. He was cducated at
the University of London and is a writer on fine arts and painting.
Dr. Chang made the selcction of the pictures which Mr. Willkie hrought
to this country,

At the private opening of the exhibition one of the gueshs of
honor will be Mme. Soong, wife of His Excellency Dr. T. V. Soonz,

Minister for Fcreclgn Affairs of the Republic of Ckina. Dr. £oonz is
