She 1s on the Board of Trustees
of the New School for Social Rescarch and is a Trustee of the Julius
Rosenwald Fund. She also serves on the boards of several other or-

ganizations. Dr. and Mrs. Levy have a very fine collection of modern

art containing, among othcr works, paintings by Céianne, Degas,

Renoir, Toulouse-Lautrec, Scurat. They have several times lent im-
portant paintings to the Museum's large loan exhibitions.

Mr. Soby, an authority on modern painting and author of
several books on modern artists, has been serving as the Director
of the Muscum's Armed Scrvices Program since April 1942, He will
retain that position in addition to his new work as Assistant

Director of the Museum.
