end sca models from clevated ramps and runways. The most interest-
ing featurc of the exhibition will be the day-by-day construction of
a large model showing various asnects of the war as 1t progresses,
thus giving the onlooker not only a graphic presentation of phases
of actual battle but also cnabling him to see how ingenilously the
Geddes war mancuver modcls are constructed.
