He has had no art training and
very little education, and has probably never seen a piece of
sculpture except his own. He works at hig home in the Negro
section of Nashville where his yard is littered with uncut

tombstones. His work comes within that category loosely called

‘modern primitive."

The exhibition will continue until December 1. Among

the pieces to be shown will be "Mary and Martha," "Lion,"
"Large Angel," "Small Angel," "Lady with Bustle," "Mourning
Doves," "Ram Resting," "Lady Holding up Her Petticoat,"
"Lady in Cloak."
