A new and significant bridge between the Harlem Community and the Museum
of Modern Art will be established this fall with the development of a
special art workshop for younger underprivileged children, called The
Children's Art Carnival, ; ;
The Museum of Modern Art has long been seeking new ways to extend some of
its activities effectively into Harlem. Many months were spent meeting with
community leaders in Harlem to determine the most meaningful type of program
which the Museum could undertake to meet the needs and desires of the resi-
dents of the community. One fact seemed particularly significant to all
concerned: most poverty-oriented projects have been designed for adolescents;
few, if any, are created especially for very young children.

The Children's Art Carnival is designed to serve the interests of children

4 to 12 years of age. It can accomodate 25-30 children at one time, or
approximately 150 children a day. These children will be drawn from a large
number of neighborhoods that are known to be most needy. Each child will
attend a minimum of one class per week over a period of at least three months.
There will also be several "open sessions" each week which will enable
individual parents and special groups to participate.

Concerned with the visual arts for youngsters, the Carnival consists of two
distinct areas: a motivational area containing toys and materials designed
to -stimulate the child's visual, tactile and kinesthetic senses. The second
area is a workshop where children develop their creative aptitudes by work-
ing with a variety of materials from which they can create collages, con-
structions, mobiles, paintings and textures. An important factor is that
previous experience and ability are not prerequisites.

Originally conceived by Victor D'Amico, Director of the Museum's Department
of Education, the Carnival was presented regularly at the Museum for many
years, beginning in 1942, with outstanding success. Similar versions were
later sent to Italy, Spain and the Brussels World's Fair with equal success,
A full replica of the Carnival was constructed in two large trailers and
presented to the Indian Government in 1963. After traveling to major cities,
it was permanently installed in the National Children's Museum at New Delhi.

The Harlem School of the Arts at 1blst Street and St. Nicholas Avenue has
invited the Museum's Children's Art Carnival to use some of its space adjacent
to the school. We anticipate that the necessary renovation of the facilities
will be completed early in the fall.

Victor D'Amico is Director and Betty Blayton Taylor, formerly with HARYOU,

is Executive Director of the Art Carnival. Additional staff drawn from the
Harlem community will be added when the new facilities are ready for classes.
There will also be a Parents' Lounge both as a convenience and also to en-
courage participation and assistance on the part of the parents.

The Museum is making plans for a 15 month period of operation, initially,

for which the Museum is currently seeking a minimum of $140,000. If sufficient
funds can be secured, the project will be extended indefinitely, under the
continued sponsorship of the Museum. Members of the Museum's Educational
staff will also be available regularly for consultation and assistance.

The Children who will be involved:

The program will serve approximately 150 children per day, or 750 per
week. We will begin recruiting children from areas that are deemed
most in need, based on research supplied by MARC. Over a period of
one year, there will be four three-month sessions, each session serv-
ing approximately 750 children. Therefore, a total of 3,000 children
would benefit from this experience, in one year. Classes will be
formed on the following basis:

A. The pre-school child - those children who are not enrolled in any
other program. They will be recruited from the neighborhood
boards, together with the Headstart waiting list.

B. The Public School program - We will work through the public schools
in Harlem to arrange classes during the school hours.

C. Children who have a special interest in art, and who cannot attend
through the Public School program, will be scheduled after school
hours.

The Téenage Program:

It is hoped that next summer approximately 36 teenagers will seEve

as aides and also receive art training. They will be sought from the
Junior High and High Schools in the Manhattan area. These young
people, who will be from the Harlem Community, would be qualified but
probably unable to attend the Art High Schools. The purpose of the
teenage program would be to aid creative young people who probably
would not otherwise receive any advanced training.

Parent-Child Program:

The parent-child program will include training interested mothers
(preferably welfare mothers) in the area of youth art training. This
can be achieved through the neighborhood boards who already have these
mothers enrolled in ongoing training programs.

In-service Training:

The original staff will be drawn from the Harlem community to the
greatest extent possible. There will be In-service Training for
additional community personnel -- a program designed to train people
from the Community in the methods of the Education Department of the
Museum of Modern Art. This will enable the Community to set up
similar operations within given neighborhoods.

Report on Ford Foundation:

On June 28, 1968, Gardner Cowles sent a proposal to W. McNeil Lowry,
Vice President in charge of the Arts and Humanities Program at the
Foundation, asking for a grant for the above project.

Mr, Lowry replied to Mr. Cowles on July 10, that: (1) this is only
one of many projects, nationally, to help children in ghetto areas,
from which they have received appeals, (2) they could not consider
giving support until after this summer, (3) he meanwhile would be
glad to meet with Mrs. Betty Taylor and Charles Hesse to learn more
about the program and our plans for its future development.

At the time of his reply, I was on vacation, so Mr. Cowles wrote to
Mr. Lowry to thank him and suggest that "some of us connected with
the Museum will talk with you" early in the Fall,

Betty Taylor, Liz Shaw and I decided that it would be important and
useful to see Mr. Lowry now, in order to keep our project fresh in
his mind, and also to get his thinking and advice in order to be sure
we get the best possible hearing when we talked to them in the Fall.

Mr. Lowry agreed to meet with Betty Taylor and me on Tuesday, August 20th
at 10 a.m. Our meeting lasted approximately 1 l/h hours and was very
encouraging and constructive.

Without being too commital, Mr. Lowry indicated that he thought the
Children's Art Carnival wasivalid and worthwhile project. He appeared
to be particularly pleased with the way that the Carnival had been
organized; our rapport and relationship with the various Harlem community
organizations; the make-up of the Advisory Board, and our plans for
involving and training the mothers of the children as aides.
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He was very careful to explain that,, in the area of anti-poverty,
ete., the Foundation henceforth is considering making grants only
to projects that are assured of continued operation over a number
of years. Although the Museum would hope that the Carnival's
Board and/or the Harlem School of the Arts would take over the
responsibility of the continued financing and operation of the
Carnival after the initial 15 months, Mr. Lowry advised that the
Museum's Board should make a stronger commitment.

He recommended that we first estimate what we think the annual oper-
ating budget will be, once the Carnival is running on a regular basis.
Then, to meet the requirements of the Ford Foundation, he recommends
that the Board of Trustees make a formal commitment to stand behind
the Carnival financially for a period of three or four years at least,
in case they are unable to raise the funds they need (or until they
are assured, through some other arrangement, of the necessary annual
financing).

He also advised that Ford's grant might be their only one (and
probably would be), and would probably be made in the form of a
matching grant, with an equal sum to be raised from other sources.

He also recommended that we discuss the project with John Hightower
of the New York State Council on the Arts, because he believes that
this project falls within the Council's interests. (He said that
they have a budget of around three million dollars this year.)

Finally, Mr. Lowry asked that we report back to him when we have
obtained the decision of the Museum's Board of Trustees. At that
time he would also like to be apprised of other sources from which
. we believe we will be able to obtain funds.

Gardner Cowles has asked me, in his absence, to acknowledge your
thoughtful letter of June 5, 1968, as he has had to remain away
from New York for a number of weeks. Mr., Cowles wished to ex-
press our appreciation to you and your Board of Directors for
your consideration of his request for continued support of the
Museum's programs. We will hope that a contribution will be
possible at a later date.

Meanvwhile, we were interested to learn of your Foundation's more
immediate concern for poverty-oriented activities. Mr. Cowles
has asked me to bring to your attention a project which The
Museum of Modern Art is undertaking this summer in Harlem, and
which the Trustees and staff of the Museum believe will fulfill
an urgent and continuing need for the community's underprivileged
children. It is our hope that this project, The Children's Art
Carnival, will receive favorable consideration from The New York
Times Foundation. :

For a long time the Museum has shared the Nation's increasing
concern for the people who live in the ghetto areas, such as
Harlem. During the past year, in response to requests from a
number of groups in Harlem, Brooklyn and New York City's Office
of Cultural Affairs for a special program designed by The Museum
of Modern Art, a study was carried out by the Museum with the
advice and assistance of community leaders. The objective of the
study was to determine what specific contribution the Museum
could make with relation to its experience and resources, and
the needs and desires of the residents of Harlem,

One fact seemed particularly significant throughout the study:
there are almost no special programs for very young children,
since most projects have been created to help adolescents.

Tt was decided that the most valuable and immediate contribution
the Museum could make would be to recreate a version of the
Museum's very successful Art Carnival and Workshop, originally
designed in 1942 by Victor D'Amico for the Museum. More recent
versions have been sent to Italy, Belgium, Spain and India and
have met with equal success and praise. Therefore, the effec-
tiveness and value of this type of project has already been
proven. A summary description of the new Art Carnival project,
now being prepared for Harlem, is attached, as well as a program
outline prepared by Betty Blayton Taylor, who has been appointed
Executive Director of The Art Carnival., However, before you
read the summary, there are several factors concerning the
development of this project which we believe are particularly
important to note:

1), The immediate months ahead are probably the most crucial
" period of time to reach and involve the children, and it

is, therefore, important to install the Carnival as quickly
as possible. However, all who are concerned with this
project believe strongly that the long range benefits of
keeping the Carnival in operation throughout the year will
be equally great. It is the Museum's hope and objective
to see that the Art Carnival ‘continues for at least 15
months, and indefinitely if enough local participation and
funds can be obtained. The Museum feels committed to a
long range interest in the operation and quality of the
program.

The Art Carnival has received the endorsement of many people
whose advice and help the Museum has sought, including
M.A.R.C., The Urban League, The Harlem School of The Arts,
various other Harlem community groups and The City Planning
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Mr. C. Raymond Hulsart July 17, 1968
The New York Times Foundation, Inc.

Commission. Their help has been gained in obtaining facilities
in a proper location that will meet the needs of the Carnival
and the community. The Harlem School of The Arts and its
Executive Director, Dorothy Maynor, have offered free space

for the Art Carnival in a garage adjoining the school. The
Museum will remodel it to serve the requirements of the
Carnival and will have complete autonomy in running it. Also,
from the outset, local labor will be used in every way possible.

The Board of Trustees of the Museum unanimously approved the
establishment of the Children's Art Carnival in their May
meeting. Because of their conviction as to the importance of
this project, the Trustees also approved an advance from Museum
funds of $38,000, to assure the program's beginning as soon as
facilities could be obtained. In addition, two gifts of $5,000
each and one of $l,OOO have also been pledged by three members
of the Museum's Board.

We are seeking a minimum of approximately $140,000 to operate The
Art Carnival for 15 months. As funds are not available through
the Museum's own operating budget, we are turning to The New York
Times Foundation with the hope that you will make a signigicant
grant to assure The Art Carnival's operation during the immediate
months ahead. A grant from your Foundation will also be important
in helping the Museum to obtain additional funds for this project
and in encouraging the community to work for the long range success
of the program. ;

A copy of this proposal is being sent to Harding Bancroft with whom
a member of the Museum staff has talked briefly already, for his
interest. I would like to suggest that the Executive Director of
the Art Carnival, Mrs. Taylor, and I or another member of the
Museum staff, meet with you or any of your colleagues whom you
suggest. Mrs. Taylor can describe in greater detail the overall

OF PUPILS AND SCHOOLS UNDER TITLE I, ELEMENTARY AND SECONDARY
EDUCATION ACT OF 1965, FOR THE SCHOOL YEAR 1968-69. :

The Superintendent of Schools recommends the adoption of the
following resolution:

RESOLVED, That for the séhool year beginning September 1, 1968,
criteria for the eligibility of pupils and schools under ESEA
Title I be established as follows: g

CRITERTA FOR ESEA TITLE I ELIGIBILITY

A. Pupils attending schools, both public and non=public,

Tocated in poverty areas designated by the Council Against

Poverty will be considered eligible for ESEA Title I services
SHER

1. 50% or more of the pupils in these schools reside within
the designated proverty areas; and

2. 30% or more of the pupils in these schools are eligible for
free lunch; or the extent of academic retardation in these
schools is similar to that which exists in schools in which
30%. or more of the pupils are eligible for free lunch.

B. Pupils attending schools, both pubiic and non-public,

located outside poverty areas designated by the Council Against

Poverty will be considered eligible for ESEA Title I services
if: : :

1. 50% or more of the pupils in these schools reside within
the designated poverty areas; and

2. The distance from the poverty areas does not exceed one

mile for high schools, or 750 feet (three short blocks or one
long block) for other schuols; and

3. 30% or more of the pupils in these schools are eligible for
free lunch; or the extent of academic retardation in these
schools is similar to that which exists in schools in which
30% or more of the pupils are eligible for free lunch.

C. Pupils who live in poverty areas designated by the Council
Against Poverty but who elect to attend schools outside the
poverty areas under an officially sponsored program of integra-

tion will be eligible for ESEA Title I services.

D.1.Pupils in school attendance areas outside the designated
poverty areas will be eligible for ESEA Title 1 services if:

B N
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(a) The median score in reading in those schools is:

(1) One year or more below the norm in grade 5 of the
elementary school.

(2) Two years cr more below the norm in grade 8 of inter-
mediate or juaior high school.

(3) Two_ years or more below the norm in the entering class of
high school; and

(b, 30% or more of the pupils in the school are eligible for
free lunch; or tha extent of academic retardation in these
schools issimilar to that which exists in schools in which
30% or more of the pupils are eligible for free lunch.

-2, Pupils attending non-public schools located in the school
attendance areas of public schools designated in accordance
with D1, above, will be eligible under the same conditions
as those indicated in D1 (a) and D1 (b).

E. The mere fact of eligibility fox service does not
necessarily entitle pupils in a school to service. Such
factors as availability of funds and extent of educational
deprivation or educational handicap must also be considered.

F. There should be a reasonable relationship between the
nature and extent of the services granted and the nature and
extent of the needs.

EXPLANATION

These criteria are precisely the same 2s those now existing
for the school year 1967-1.968, except for one change. The
requirement has been addsd that schools within ox just outside
poverty areas must meet the poverty criterion that 30% of the
pupils are eligible for free lunch. This criterion already
exists for pupils outside the designated poverty area, and

it is now being extended to schools within the poverty areas.
At the same time, there are numerous difficult problems in-
‘volved in the collection of free lunch data from non-public
schools. Therefore, an educational measure may also be used
which correlztes highly with free lunch data.

The reason for this change is twofold. First, there are
“"pockets nf affluence’ within the poverty areas, and it hardly
seems to be the intent of the jaw to service children in such
schools. Secondly, in accordance with State and Federal
uvidelines, it is intended to concentrate services as much as

possible upon children in the neediest schools.

: Thaxﬂ{you for your letter of June 28 concerning the Children's Art Carnival and
the Museum of Modern Art.

_The Ford Foundation is of course a national foundation, and given this fact is be-
sieged by pressures not only in the development of professional and individual op-
portunities in the arts but also for the use of the arts as vehicles to improve oppor-
tunities for deprived children in ghetto areas. The climate of anticipations that was
built up on the part of tax authorities concerning community action or ghetto projects
in turn redoubled the pressures on our budgeted funds.. The result is that the Founda-
tion can hope to assist only a selective number of these arts projects aimed at young
children in the ghetto areas, and we hope that these will be largely initiated in the
ghetto communities themselves or serve as a true pilot and demonstration outside
the area in which they are carried on. In the field of the visual arts, ‘a recent ex-
ample is a project to train about a hundred young New York Negroes in painting,
drawing and sculpture, a project initiated largely by Negro artists in the community.

We are of course willing to meet Mrs. Taylor and Mr. Hesse to learn more about
the program, but it is important that they understand the difficulties we are facing.
If Mrs. Taylor will call my office, we should be glad to arrange an appointment.

1 should point out at once that in any event we shall not be able to consider the sup-
port for a project this summer. Since your letter speaks of a fifteen-month project,
we should like to know more about its future development. L

This summer The Museum of Modern Art is undertaking a project
in Harlem which the Trustees and staff of the Museum believe
will fulfill an urgent and vital need for the community's
underprivileged children. It is our hope that this project,
The Children's Art Carnival, will receive favorable consider-
ation from The Ford Foundation. b

For a long time the Museum has shared the Nation's increasing
concern for the people who live in the ghetto areas, such as
Harlem., During the past year, in response to requests from

a number of groups in Harlem and New York City's Office of
Cultural Affairs for a program designed by The Museum of Modern
Art, a study was carried out by the Museum with the advice and
assistance of community leaders. The objective of the study
was to determine what specific contribution the Museum could
make with relation to its experience and resources, and the
needs and desires of the residents of Harlem,

One fact seemed particularly significaht th:couéhout the study:
there are almost no special programs for very young children,
since most projects have been created to help adolescents.

It was decided that the most valuable and immediate contribution
the Museum could make would be to recreate a version of the
Museum's very successful Art Carnival and Workshop, originally
designed in 1942 by Victor D'Amico for the Museum. More recent
versions have been sent to Italy, Belgium, Spain and India and
have met with equal success and praise. Therefore, the effec-
tiveness and value of this type of project has already been

proven. A summary description of the new Art Carnival project,
now being prepared for Harlem, is attached, as well as a pro-
gram outline prepared by Betty Blayton Taylor, who has been
appointed Executive Director of The Art Carnival. However, be-
fore you read the summary, there are several factors concerning
the development of this project which I believe are particularly
important to note:

1) The summer months are probably the most crucial period of
time to reach and involve the children, and it is, therefore,
important to install the Carnival as quickly as possible.
However, all who are concerned with this project believe
strongly that the long range benefits of keeping the Carn-
ival in operation throughout the year will be equally great.
It is the Museum's hope and objective to see that the Art
Carnival continues for at least 15 months, and indefinitely
if enough local participation and funds can be obtained. The
Museum feels committed to a long range interest in the oper-
ation and quality of the program.

The Art Carnival has received the endorsement of many people
whose advice and help the Museum has sought, including M,A.R.C.,
The Urban League, The Harlem School of The Arts, various other
Harlem community groups and The City Planning Committee. Their
help has been assured in obtaining facilities in a proper
location that will meet the needs of the Carnival and the com-
munity. It is anticipated that space for the Carnival will

be secured by mid-July and put into operating condition as
quickly as possible., Also, from the outset, local labor will
be used in every way possible,

The Board of Trustees of the Museum unanimously approved the
establishment of the Children's Art Carnival in their May
meeting. Because of their conviction as to the importance of
this project, the Trustees also approved an advance from Museum
funds of $38,000, to assure the program's beginning as soon as
facilities are obtained, In addition, two gifts of $5,000 each
and one of $1,000 have also been pledged by three members of
the Museum's Board.

PROJECT: THE CHILDREN'S ART CARNIVAL

A new and significan bridge between the Harlem Community and The Museum of Modern Art
will be established this fall with the development of a special art workshop for younger
children, called The Children's Art Carnival.

The Museum of Modern Art has long been seeking new ways to extend some of its activi-
ties effectively into Harlem. Many months were spent meeting with community leaders

in Harlem to determine the most meaningful type of program which the Museum could under-
take to meet the needs and desires of the residents of the community. One fact seemed
particularly significant to all concerned: most poverty-oriented projects have been
designed for adolescents; few, if any, are created especially for very young children.
The Children's Art Carnival is designed to serve the interests of children 4 to 12
years of age. It can accommodate 25-30 children at one time, or approximately 150 a

day. These children will be drawn from a large number of neighborhoods that are known
to be most needy.

Concerned with the visual arts for youngsters, the Carnival consists of two distinct
areas: a motivational area containing toys and materials designmed to stimulate the
child's visual, tactile and kinesthetic senses. The second area is a workshop where
children develop their creative aptitudes by working with a variety of materials from
which they can create collages, constructions, mobiles, paintings and textures. An
important factor is that previous experience and ability are not prerequisites.

Originally conceived by Victor D'Amico, Director of the Museum's Department of Educationm,
the Carnival was presented regularly at the Museum for many years, beginning in 1942,
with outstanding success. Similar versions were later sent to Italy, Spain and the
Brussels World's Fair with equal success. A full replica of the Carnival was constructed
in two large trailers and presented to the Indian Govermment in 1963. After traveling
