Your long experience with the STUDENT PUBLICATION OF THE SCHOOL OF DESIGN
should have adequately prepared you for an announcement giving proper
credits. You are quite correct, Reyhan Tansal and Keller Smith were
Co-editors and should have been given full credit in your bulletin.
Richard Wurman was Faculty Adviser and did give the students some advice
and criticism, but it has never been a practice for the faculty adviser
to be given credit, although such an error did quite improperly slip

by us on one occasion.

Since dictating the above, I have had a long distance telephone call
from Richard Wurman who has spoken to me with a most extreme embarrass-—
ment. Since my conversation with Wurman, I have spoken again to Reyhan
Tansal, and I £ind that neither of them can recall any conversation,
letter, or memorandum that would have prompted your people to give the
kind of credit mentioned in your recent bulletin.

I should think the only decent thing to do now would be to destroy the
remaining copies of the art bulletin and issue a new one giving proper

credits. Your apology is of course gratefully appreciated, but an
apology is hardly adequate.
