Learn more

Marc Chagall grew up in a small Jewish 
village in what is now Belarus. He painted 
I and the Village after he moved to Paris. He 
wanted to capture what he remembered of 
his village, such as the buildings, animals 
and people. Chagall also included some 
imagined elements that make his home 
village seem magical.

Activity
