G. Marsh, the Westchester Workshop, Westchester County 
Centre, White Plains, either in person or by mail on or 
before Tuesday, June 13. 

No work will be accepted after June 12.

Works must be called for after the exhibition, from July 
9 to July 14. Works will not be returned by mail. 

A jury, composed of Mr. Alfred H. Barr, Jr., Director of 
the Museum of Modern Art, Mrs. Helen Appleton Read, New 
Tork art critic, and Mr. William Zorach, sculptor, will 
award the following cash prizes and honorable mentions 
on Parents Day, Monday, June 25, at the Centre.
