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the 12th annual conference of the Committes on Art Edusation at the Museum of Modern
Art, 11 West 53 Street, from March 18 Shrough 2l. The theme of the conference is
ART BTUCATION ARD THE CREATIVE PROCESS and a series of 50 talks and group discussions
led by cutetanding educators, artists and authorities in related fields will be
presented. Arehibald Macleish, suthor and feylsten Professer of Fhetorie and
Oratory at Harvard University, will give the major speech on the theme of the con-
ference Saturday, March 20 at 10400 a.m.

Commenting on the theme of this year's conferemce, Vieter D'Amice, Chairman of
the Committee and Director of Education at the Museum of lModera Art, said:

“The Conmittee has chosen this year to focus its attention on the creative
processes decause it feels that creative art education has now reached a point where
it noeds to define its ains and wethods more clearly. While the importance of
ereative art edusation, for ehildren as well as for a;lulu. is largely scoepted in
wl*ph,mMmbngmwuo The currext emphasis on the
peyshological value of art and art as therapy has obscured and in many cases undere
nined it%s true value. The Committes has chosen Mr. Mnoleish as ite major speaker
because he is himself a creative artist as well as being a scholar of the arts.”

Among the sany problems %o be considered in the 22 general sessions scheduled
for this year are: THE ARTIST AS A FREE HUMAN BEING, personal testimonies by a
panel of five mationally known American artists, led by Jimmy Ernst; THE MUSEUN'S
ROLE IN CREATIVE TEACHING, a group discussion led by Hamma T. Rose, curator eof
Education at the froeklyn Maiwwna the future of ART EDUCATION IN TELEVISION and
ART ¥ UCATION IN A SMALL COMMNITY; and the problem of the BRILLIAN? CHILD enrelled
in sohool programs geared to the average child. Another gemeral session, THE
ADMINISTRATOR LOOKS AT ART EDUCATION, led by Frameis villemain, Professor of Educasion
at the New York University Sshool of Edusation, will present estimates of art edusation
by leading administrators in the field.

representatives from various community centers will participate.

Another new seninar this year, THE ERIATIONSHIP OF THE ARTE is designed %
measure the interrelations of the methods and goals shared by teachers of art, music,
literature and dance and %o illuminate the advantages of correlating these arts in
school rrograms. BSessions for this seminar will inelude a performamce by “"THE
MERRY<-00-ROUFDERS™, an adult dance repertery group specialising in performances

combining dance, drame, art and music for echildrem. In ancther session, Vivian

Fine, composer, and her husband "en Farp, professor of art at New falts State
Teashers College, will illustrate the swoeesful combimation of music and the fine
arts.

Other seminars will be held on TELEVISION AND ART EIUCATION, dealin: with the
content and teshniques of producing TV programs designed %o promote better art
education and inoluding visits to loeal 1V studios; PSYCHOLOGY PSYCHIATRY AND AR?
ELUCATION, where-in eninent psychologists gpaychiatrists and social workers will ex-
plore insights inte persomality development and the tecimigques of psysholegy and
psychiatry with relation %o the oreative processes; A BASIC APPROACH FOR INTEORATING

THE ARTS AND CRAFTS, devoted %o the formulation of a sound philosophy and practical plans
for integrating arts and crafts in educational programs; and TEACHING VERSUS

TRAINING, emphasising perceptual processes as they relate $o positive and negative
conditions in leamning and growth.

In eddition to the general sessions and seminers open to members of the Committee,
four public meetings are scheduled for this year. They inelude two talks for amsteurs
artists; ADVICE 70 “SUNDAY" PAINTERS, & talk by Zeltan Hecht, artist and instructor
A% the Museun’s Feople's Art Center, on such problems as what the amateur artist should
expect of his creative ability and how he can evaluate his progress, and MATERIALS FOR
