TWENTIETH-CENTURY ITALTAN ART FROM AMERICAN COLLECTIONS was organized at the
request of Italian museums and private collectors as a cultural exchange project and
as a return gesture for the generosity of Italian lenders to an exhibition organized
at The Museum of Modern Art in 1949, entitled TWENTIETH-CENTURY ITALIAN ART. It was
this exhibition which greatly stimulated the interest of American museums and collect=-
ors in this field.

The present exhibition was organized by James Thrall Soby, one of this
country’s leading authorities on modern Italian art and a Co-Director of the Museum's
1949 exhibition TWENTIETH-CENTURY ITALIAN ART. Mr. Soby is Chairman of the Museum's
Department of Painting and Sculpture Exhibitions and its Committee on Museum Collect-
ions, Among his many books on various facets of contemporary art is a monogresph on
Giorgio de Chirico published by the mseum, He was assisted by Frank O'Hara of
the Museum's International Program who has directed exhibitions organized by The
Museum of Modern Art for showing abroad including the U. S. Representation;.
Docurenta II; the U. S. Representation: IV Sao Paulo Bienal; the IV International
Art Exhibition of Japan and the Mark Toby and Seymour Lipton sections of the XXIX
Blennale in Venice. He is the author of a monograph cn Jackson Pollock.

Ranging in date from 1902 to 1958, major sections of the exhibition are devoted
to the pre-Futurist and Futurist works of Balla, Bocecioni, Carrdé, Russolo, Severini
and Soffici, the Metaphysicel paintings of de Chirico and Carrd and the art of
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yodigliani and Morandi. Artists well known before World war II - Campigli, Casorati,
de Pisis, Scipione and Sironi - are represented as are those who have received major
recognition in the postwar period and have been extensively collected in this country
the painters Afro, Bacei, Birolli, Burri, Cagli, Capogrossi, Cassinari, Corpora,
cremonini, Fazzini, Fontana, Garelli, Greco, Guttuso, Magnelli, Minguzzi, Music,
pirandello, Pizzinato, Santomaso, Scialoja, Tancredi, Vedova, and Vespignani , and
gculptors Manzd, Marini, Martini, Mastroianni, Mirko, and Viani, Many works have
pever before been publicly on view in Italy, including some of the finest examples
of the Fubturist school. The shipment was transported to Italy by the American
fxport Lines.

An extengive catalog 1ls being produced for the exhibition. Prepared by members
of the staff of The Museum of Modern Art, it will illustrate every item in the exhi-

bition, twenty-one in color. The text includes a critical essay by Mr. Soby, a

complete item listing,and prefaces by Mrs. Bliss Parkinson, and Professor Caio Mario

(attabeni, the head of the Italian Organizing Committee of the Exhibition and
Pregident of the Commissione §i Palazzo Reale e per le Arte Figurative dell'Ente
